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Welcome!  We are Michael and Lisa O'Dowd.  We call Henderson, 
NV, home but come from Colorado and Chicago.

We have six children and having an 
RV has helped us feel relaxed, comfortable, and safe while 
experiencing the great outdoors.

The purpose of this manual is to help you understand the basic operations of the 

motorhome.  If you have any questions during your trip, please call us at

Picking up the RV:  Several days before your trip, we will reach out to confirm the 

pick-up date, time and location.  Please allow at least one hour for a walk through 

of the RV, completion of an inspection checklist, completion of any paperwork 

and a question-and-answer time for you.  After that, we hand you the keys and 

you are on your way!   

If during your trip you want to extend your rental, you must call and verify 

availability, as another family may be waiting to start their adventure.   
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KEYS: 

 

   

The long skinny key is the ignition key.   

 

 

 

The silver key with a black oval top locks and unlocks the both locks on 

the camper door.  The top lock is a dead bolt.  The bottom lock locks 

the handle in place.   

 

 

The silver key with round top is used to open all the compartments on 

the exterior of the RV.   

 

 

The final key has a silver rectangular top.  This is key is used to lock and 

unlock the safe built into the RV steps just inside the camper door.     

 

 

You will receive one set of keys for the RV.  A lock box with a combination lock is 

provided with an extra ignition key and exterior compartment key in it.  If you lose 

a set of keys, you can use the lock box keys to gain access to the motorhome, 

drive the motorhome, and access all exterior compartments.     

A lost set of keys will result in a $200 fee assessed against your security deposit.

Holding Tanks: 

The red box area labeled #1 is for the RV’s Holding Tanks.  The four red lights on 
the left tell you how full or empty each tank is.  1 light indicates tank is empty or 
very low.  2 lights are 1/3 tank, 3 lights is 2/3 tank, 4 lights is full.  The buttons on 
the right of the lights are for each tank.    

• LPS button is for Propane Tank 9.8 gallons 

• Battery is for the two RV batteries (Not the truck battery)    

• Fresh is for fresh water tank 

• Black is for Black Tank – this is anything flushed down the toilet. 

• Gray is for Gray Tank – this is anything that goes down the drain of the sink 
or shower.  

Please remember to dump both the Black and Gray Tanks before returning the 
RV.  Not emptying either or both tanks will result in a $50 fee being assessed 
against the Security Deposit.   
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Generator:  

#2 and #3 are for the generator.  This is where you start the generator.  You do 
not have to go outside to the generator compartment, simply start it from inside 
the RV.  To start the generator, press the “Stop/Prime” button and hold it down 
until the red light next to “Gen” illuminates.  Continue holding it down for five (5) 
seconds to prime the generator’s carburetor.  Then push the “Start button.”  If it 
is warm outside, it will start up quickly, if it is cold outside, it may take 10-15 
seconds.  If it does not start in 15 seconds, let it rest for thirty (30) seconds and 
start over.  The generator runs off the truck’s gas tank.  If the gas tank gets to ¼ 
tank, the generator will not run, leaving you ¼ tank to run the truck’s motor and 
drive to a gas station.   Do not run the generator while you are sleeping. 

#3 is the Generator’s Hour Meter.  If you start the generator at hour 51 and turn it 
off at hour 53, you used the generator for two (2) hours.  Remember you get 
three (3) free hours of generator use each night you rent the RV.  If you rent the 
RV for five nights, you will get 15 free hours of generator use.  Anything over that 
will be charged $4.00 an hour.  There is no refund for unused hours.  

 

Hot Water Heater:   

Box #4 shows the two buttons to operate the “Hot Water Heater.”  When the RV 
is plugged into electricity, use the button on the left to turn the hot water heater 
on using electricity.  When the RV is not plugged into electricity and you need to 
turn the hot water heater on, use the button on the right to use propane to heat 
the water. The switch lights up red to remind you the hot water heater is on.  If 
the light above these switches is on next to “Fault,” turn the LP Gas Button OFF 
as the pilot light is not lit.   

 

Water Pump: 

#5 shows the button to operate the “Water Pump.”  The water pump is only used 
when not hooked up to a water source and you need water in a sink or the toilet.  
Push the button up to turn the water pump on.  When done with the water, turn 
the water pump off.  The switch lights up red to let you know the water pump is 
on.     
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Slide Out:   

Box #7 shows the slide-out button.  To operate the slide, the truck engine must 
be running and the parking brake must be set. Pushing the button toward “Out” 
moves the slide out while pushing the button toward “In” moves the slide back in.  
The slide will stop when fully out or fully back in.  Keep holding the button for 
three seconds once movement stops for the motors to align themselves. 

 

 

#8 is a switch to turn an outside light on/off above the RV Hook Ups so you 
can connect the power, water and sewar at night.   

 

Thermostat for RV Heater and AC:   

The thermostat is located in the master 

bedroom.  Push the purple on/off switch.  

Push the “Mode” button to Cool for AC or 

Heat.  Adjust the fan speed with the “Fan” 

button.  Adjust the temperature with the 

“Arrow Up” and “Arrow Down” buttons.   

The AC is ducted throughout the coach on the 

ceiling and you can open/close each vent as 

desired.  You can run the RV’s AC while driving 

by running the generator.  After starting the 

generator, wait a minute or two before 

turning on the AC.  For the AC to run off the generator, the black three-pronged 

cord must be plugged into the outlet in the outside back compartment on the 

driver’s side.         

The heat is vented throughout the coach near the floor.  Be sure nothing is 

blocking the vent (blanket, suitcase, etc.) to ensure proper heating of the RV.

Smoke Detector:   

The RV has a smoke detector on the ceiling above the sofa.  It is 

located in the center of the RV and can easily be heard 

throughout the RV.   

 

Carbon Monoxide and Propane Detector:   

The RV has a Carbon Monoxide and Propane gas detector located next to the 

dinette when the slide is out.  under the dinette table.   Four (4) beeps and a 

flashing red light warn you of Carbon Monoxide. 

Continuous beep and solid red light alert you to 

propane.  You can silence the alarm by pushing the 

“Silence/Test” button.  If you hear this alarm, make 

sure the gas on the stove/oven is turned off and 

move outside to fresh air.  If after letting the RV air 

out the alarm is still beeping, push the reset 

button.  If the alarm continues to sound, call 911, 

move away from the RV, and get fresh air.   
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Kitchen Appliances:   

 

 

 

 

Refrigerator & Freezer:  This RV comes with a 10.7 cubic foot 

refrigerator that runs off a solar panel mounted on the roof.   

We will turn the refrigerator on 1 day prior to you picking up 

the RV so the refrigerator and freezer are cold when you pick 

it up.   

 

Stove / Cooking:  A recessed three (3) burner range is 

provided.  The range runs off propane.  A set of pots are 

located in the cupboards above the range.  To light a 

burner, turn the knob for the desired burner to the flame 

icon (the first picture on each knob), and turn the ignitor 

knob on the far left.  Adjust the flame using the burner 

knob to your desired setting.   

There is a night light button on the far right.  Push this button and a ring around 

each burner knob will glow blue.   

Microwave / Convection Oven:  A1.3 cubic foot convection microwave is 

provided.  You can use the microwave while driving or not plugged into electricity 

at your camp site by running the generator.  Once the generator starts, wait a 

minute or two before using the microwave.  Using the microwave while plugged 

in to electricity at a campsite does not require the use of the generator.  Be sure 

to use microwave safe dishes and containers in the microwave.   
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Dishes:  We provide plates, bowls, knives, forks, spoons, and cups in the cupboard 

above the sink.   

Additional items for the kitchen you can rent: 

      *Coffee Maker     *Toaster    
 *Waffle Maker    *Electric Griddle 
 *Rice Cooker    *Panini Press / Sandwich Maker 
 *Crock Pot  
 

Kitchen Lights and Exhaust Fan:  The switches for the kitchen lights are located 

under the cabinet right above the range.  The exhaust fan is in the ceiling vent.  Be 

sure to open the vent using the black turn knob.     

 

Charging Station and USB Ports:  Built into the counter top of the kitchen is a 

cordless charging station for cell phones.  There is a USB port in the dashboard 

and two (2) USB ports in the Master Bedroom to charge phones or power devices.   

 

Entertainment Center, TV & Remote Controls:  

Over the camper door is a Connexx 

Entertainment system.  This unit contains: 

 *DVD/CD player 
 *Digital FM Tuner 

*Bluetooth wireless technology  
*3 zone audio distribution (inside, outside, both) 
*Input (USB and 3.5 mm aux) 
*Remote control  

To turn the unit on, press the power button located to the left of the DVD input.   
 
To select desired mode, press the   button on the far left of the display 
screen.   To select the audio distribution, push “A,”  “B,”  or “C” until sound is 
playing where you want it.  Use the arrow keys on the far right of the display 
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screen to change the radio station.  Use + and – buttons to raise and lower the 
volume.   
 
To pair Bluetooth, press the mode button (see above for picture) until BT appears 
on display screen and blinks.  Now it is in pairing mode.  Activate the external BT 
device and enter BT searching mode.  Start pairing following the directions on 
external device.  When the external BT device searched the unit, WMSDVDZ3 will 
appear on the display of the external BT device.  Select it and make connection.   
 
TV and DVD/CD Player:   
 
The cab over bed has a large TV on a swing mount so the TV can be visible by 

people on the cab over bed or turned for people in the main living area.  Insert 

the DVD into the DVD/CD slot on the Connexx unit.  Press mode button the select 

until DVD appears.  There is a remote control for the TV and a separate remote 

control for the Connexx unit.   
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Getting to your Campsite with Hookups:

Connecting the RV to the Camp Site Electricity: 
 
The RV comes with a 30 ft. heavy duty electrical cord to connect the 
RV to the power source provided at the campsite.  The RV requires a 
30-amp outlet.  One end of the cord is permanently attached to the RV 
Outlet box in the rear outside compartment on the driver’s side.  The 
other end (male) needs to be run through the hole at the bottom of 
the compartment and plugged into the outlet provided at the 
campsite.   
Be sure all the circuit breakers in the campsite Utility Box are turned on.       
 
 
Connecting the RV to the Camp Site Water Supply:   
Look for a white-water hose stored in a bin in the biggest storage 
compartment toward the rear of the RV (Driver’s side).  Connect the 
male end of the garden hose to the “Fresh Water Connection” on the RV.  
Connect the female end to the water supply at the campsite.  Make sure 
a “Water Pressure Regulator” is connected between the camp site’s 
water supply and the white hose.  If not, the water pressure may 
cause damage within the RV water system.  Finally, turn on the water 
from the campsite faucet.

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Connecting the Sewer Hose from the RV to the Campsite Sewer Supply:  Look for 
a sewer hose stored in a bin near the sewar valves.  Remove the cover from the 
sewer pipe on the RV.   

• Connect the sewar hose to the sewer pipe.   

• Extend the hose long enough to reach the sewer outlet at the campsite.   

• Install the clear elbow into the sewer outlet at the campsite and connect 
the other end of the sewer house to the elbow.   

• Pull the BLACK valve.  This is everything you flushed down the toilet.  Wait 
until you do not hear anything rushing out.   

• Pull the GREY valve.  This is everything that went down the sink drains and 
shower drain.  This water will wash out the sewar hose.   

• Close both the BLACK and GREY valves.   

• Hook a hose up to the “Sani-Flush” connection to the left of the “Fresh 
Water Connection.” Make sure a “Pressure Regulator” is between the hose 
and the connection.   

• Turn on the water for 3-4 minutes.  This rinses the BLACK and GREY tanks.   

• Pull the BLACK and GREY valves again to drain both tanks.   

• When done: 
o Close both valves 
o Put the sewar hose away 
o Put the water hose away.   

 
It is best to leave the black and gray holding tanks closed until you are ready to 
“Dump.”  If you leave the valves open, you may get a sewer smell in the RV.
